3. Remember leather seats only get weaker and tear more easily when someone steps in and on the seats of a boat.


4. Fishing as a non boater is a privilege and a learning experience. Only to take the boaters knowledge and spots to educate yourself at what kind of spots you can find to use that knowledge. The lake is free to fish but there are ethics and morals in tournament fishing. Learning to find fish and catch in whatever conditions makes you a better fisherman not fishing somewhere someone has taken you.
